The 94th RRC Family Readiness Program operates throughout Massachusetts, Connecticut, Maine, New Hampshire, Rhode Island, Vermont, and the Bronx, NY. We service approximately twenty-six thousand family members with a variety of services to include mental health, finance, parenting, and information and referral. During and after deployment of a Soldier, the most commonly referred problems are family relationships, financial difficulties, and communication. Not only do our Soldiers have a mission, our family members and loved ones have a mission as well. They maintain Family Readiness Groups, consisting of volunteers, families, and community members, in support of the families in the absence of their Soldiers. This includes attending briefings and training sessions to cope with their stress during times of military separation, as well as to prepare for what is often a very difficult homecoming. The spouse of a Soldier often works at their job or career, functions as a single parent, and maintains all the functions of the household - single-handedly. 
The SOFAR project, in partnership with the 94th Family Program Office, provides the opportunity for training and treatment to our family members. The United States Army has many programs to assist, but regardless of how many programs are developed and implemented, there are always many more needed. While still in the pilot stages, the initial results of SOFAR in New England has been extraordinary and has provided a new level of care and concern for the families of our heroes. The Revolutionary War began in our area of the country. It is my wish that this revolutionary program will have the same long lasting effect throughout of great nation.
